· General education courses should use standard syllabi, course outcomes, etc.
· Course outcomes should be aligned with Gen Ed outcomes through curriculum mapping.
· General education assessment can include various tools that are valid and reliable. Examples are:
· Writing samples scored with rubrics
· Common tests
· Embedded questions
· Pre/post tests
· Standardized exams
· Other
· Data collection will follow the OLC implementation cycle.
· Assessment results should be used for improvement, which should be documented.
· Assess to gather information on what students learn and how well they learn. Are the results meaningful?
· There should be accountability or shared responsibility for outcomes
